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Nuclear energy has historically been a means to bring peace by veiling war, such as how the Eisenhower administration argued for nuclear energy while claiming that the United States owned a monopoly on nuclear weapons and testing. Nuclear energy production was how the US justified the horrors of global nuclear colonialism. Based on this historical precedent, the nuclear industry relies on the narrative of peaceful technological progress that leads to the historical erasure of nuclear violence, which turns their Native Americans advantage.
