Anthropocentrism is not the root cause of other oppressions- the causal direction is the other way around: human-over-human domination causes the domination of the non-human world, which their lack of a concrete alternative makes impossible to address.

Dcvall notes that ~’deep ecology* has increasingly become associated with radical environmental activism, 
AND
). Critics have been even harsher, saying, with Sylvan and Bennett:
there is no new political vision forthcoming from Deep Ecology or ccos-ophy. Similarly for any accompanying economic vision. Present arrange¬ments arc highly incompatible with Deep Ecology, yet no alternatives are really offered. The deep ecopolitics promised is but empty rhetoric, attractive noise signifying nothing (1994: 123).
These deficiencies exist because (it is usually argued), by identifying an amorphous cultural

The root causes of ecological problems are social problems- class, racial, and gender domination give rise to the idea of dominating the Earth.  Their misidentification of the causes of the ecological crisis means their alternative can never solve.

In my junior year in college I rode to a debate tournament with three white

, though for expediency we had occasionally to concede the world its madness.
My vulnerability in this situation came not so much from the professor~’s blindness to his

was asking me to betray my race in the name of my class.
His blindness made me feel vulnerable because it threatened to expose my own repressed ambivalence. His comment pressured me to choose between my class identification, which had contributed to my being a college student and a member of the debating team, and my desperate desire to be "black." I could have one but not both; I was double-bound.
Because double binds are repressed, there is always an element of terror in them
AND
like themselves could harbor a rage that for all the world looked murderous.
Though my rage was triggered by the professor~’s comment, it was deepened and sustained 
AND
1 began to do far more damage to myself than he had done.
Seeing myself as a victim meant that I clung all the harder to my racial 
AND
delusion of my victimization and left me as blind as the professor himself.
As a middle-class black I have often felt myself contriving to be "
AND
denies our class and fails to address the true source of our vulnerability.
For me, this once meant spending inordinate amounts of time at black faculty meetings
AND
how fruitless struggle can be when it is not grounded in actual need.
At our black faculty meetings, the old equation of blackness with victimization was ever 
AND
compensations for our supposed victimization than for opportunities we could pursue as individuals.
The discomfort and vulnerability felt by middle-class blacks in the sixties, it 
AND
but even, I would contend, that of blacks as a group.
The victim-focused black identity encourages the individual to feel that his advancement depends 
AND
same oppressive effect as those the society has only recently begun to remove.
It was the emphasis on mass action in the sixties that made the victim-
AND
individual by putting him in touch with both his possibilities and his responsibilities.
It has always annoyed me to hear from the mouths of certain arbiters of blackness 
AND
; indeed that holds them back by catching them in a double bind.
To move beyond the victim-focused black identity, we must learn to make a difficult but crucial distinction: between actual victimization, which we must resist with every resource, and identification with the victim~’s status. Until we do this, we will continue to wrestle more with ourselves than with the new opportunities that so many paid so dearly to win.

The Revolutionary War for American independence was not simply a landmark event in the history 
AND
protesters vainly seeking to create a free and democratic government in that country.
The American revolution was in some ways the most far-reaching of all the great revolutions in history. Other revolutions may have had more sweeping rhetoric, or greater extremes of violence and terror, or more categorical claims of change. They may even have had more radical changes of personnel, as in the change from czarist to Communist rulers in Moscow, while replacing one form of autocratic despotism with another and more bloody form.
The American revolution, however, went further in rejecting basic conception of man and 
AND
from constraints, condemnations, or dismissals from office by their fellow men.
What the American Constitution established was not simply a particular system but a process for 
AND
world at large as a landmark in the general struggle for human freedom.
That is also why it must be opposed by those with more ambitious visions—
AND
the same individual, who may even mistake the former for the latter.
A quarter of a century before he delivered the Gettysburg address, Abraham Lincoln gave 
AND
the opportunity" and "strike the blow" against free government.1
What is particularly significant about Lincoln~’s warning is that it was based on a vision of what human beings are like, and especially what talented and ambitious leaders are like. To Lincoln, the historic achievement of American society in establishing a new form of government in the world was in jeopardy from later elites precisely because that achievement was already history:
The field of glory is harvested, and the crop is already appropriated. But new reapers will arise, and they, too, will seek a field. It is to deny, what the history of the world tells us is true, to suppose that men of ambition and talents will not continue to spring up amongst us. And, when they do, they will as naturally seek the gratification of their ruling passion, 
as others have so done before them. The question is, can that gratification be found in supporting and maintaining an edifice that has been erected by others? Most certainly it cannot.2
While the ambitions of some might be satisfied with "a seat in Congress, a gubernatorial or a presidential chair," Lincoln said, "such belong not to the family of the lion, or the tribe of the eagle." He added:
What%21 Think you these places would satisfy an Alexander, a Caesar, or 
AND
, whether at the expense of emancipating slaves, or enslaving freemen.3
That some leader dangerous to the basic institutions of American society would arise, Lincoln 
AND
emotional judgment on the complex evolution of whole ages and of vast civilizations.
Political leaders are not the only ones with a vested interest in opposing the existing 
AND
attack or undermine the fundamental structure of the American political system and society.
A small but all too typical example was provided by a Stanford law student serving 
AND
to distinction—cheap glory—to take a stand against "society."
Unfortunately, what many call "society" is in fact civilization. No one 
AND
are dealt with as if they were entirely different from what they are.
Case-Jesuit Round 6 v Fullerton LT (Transgendered) 
Highlighting the US as a source of racial injustice and calling for self-determination is a failing movement.  We must discuss political solutions, rather than radical rejection, to explain contemporary racial dynamics.
