It is entirely possible that Federal programs with a small net effect on aggregate energy supply, demand, and imports could nevertheless have a substantial effect on the mix of energy sources used to satisfy energy demand. Capital acquisition and new technology development can be very pricesensitive. At issue is the need to invest in technologies that cannot currently compete with alternative energy sources against the expectation that the technologies will eventually become competitive. For example, the cost of solar-based photovoltaic electric energy has been reduced by a factor of 3 since 1982; however, the cost of photovoltaic solar energy is still forecast to be $0.12 per kilowatthour in 1995 compared to a forecast average price of $0.067 per kilowatthour for other sources of electricity. At about the same time as EIA’s energy policy studies, DOE sponsored an analysis of Federal programs that provided incentives to energy production. The purpose of this study was to determine the Federal programmatic influence on the mix of energy sources used. The specific concern was the degree to which Federal programs favored other energy sources compared to solar energy. It is entirely possible that Federal programs with a small net effect on aggregate energy supply, demand, and imports could nevertheless have a substantial effect on the mix of energy sources used to satisfy energy demand. Capital acquisition and new technology development can be very pricesensitive. At issue is the need to invest in technologies that cannot currently compete with alternative energy sources against the expectation that the technologies will eventually become competitive. For example, the cost of solar-based photovoltaic electric energy has been reduced by a factor of 3 since 1982; however, the cost of photovoltaic solar energy is still forecast to be $0.12 per kilowatthour in 1995 compared to a forecast average price of $0.067 per kilowatthour for other sources of electricity. By 2005 the cost of photovoltaic solar energy is forecast to be $0.06 per kilowatthour, which is competitive with the average price of $0.069 forecast for other sources. 162 The timing of when solar-based technologies will become economic is crucial to its current speed of development. To the degree that the prices of alternative nonsolar energy sources are differentially subsidized, the development and penetration of solar-based technologies could be significantly retarded.
